Ranch in 1964 and has been involved with deaf 
camp ever since. He has traveled as an evangelist 
and missionary to the Deaf and Hearing for over 37 
years. His ministry has taken him across the coun-
try and around the world sharing the Gospel. His 
messages are challenging and simple and clear. 
The young people who come to the Bill Rice Ranch 
find Ronnie Rice helpful and refreshing. 

Dr. Ted and Carlene Camp 
Silent Word Ministries founder
Ted and Carlene Camp have been working with 
deaf people since 1966. Ted started preaching in 
1963. After seeing a deaf man sing “More About 
Jesus Would I Know” he & Carlene began work-
ing with deaf people. At first they printed a small 
newspaper, “The Silent Word,” and worked with 
local deaf people. They then served for 20 years 
on staff at Bill Rice Ranch in Tennessee. In 1994 
the Camps moved Silent Word back to their home 
town, Trenton, Georgia. Since then the ministry has 
grown wonderfully. Today Silent Word Ministries is 
a world-wide ministry, reaching many deaf people 
each year with the Gospel.
